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MUSTN’T is used


to talk about prohibition.


You mustn’t shout in class


You mustn’t drink when driving


You mustn’t smoke in the plane











MUST is used:


* to talk about obligation in the present or the future. It normally implies a personal judgement of the part of the speaker.


You must give up smoking


*to give instructions:  


You must take this medicine twice a day.


*to express positive deduction when we think something is probably true:


They must be sisters. They look exactly the same





*to talk about a possibility in the past when we are sure that something happened.  We use must+have+past participle


She’s already home. She must have come from work.














We use HAVE TO with:


Past Simple tense:


After the bomb alert, the had to leave the hospital


Future forms:


You’ll have to go to Alice’s party if she invites you


Perfect forms:


He’s had to work late all week








 





HAVE TO is used:


*to talk about everyday obligations: activities that are part of our routine:


   I have to get up early during the week


*to talk about obligations imposed by others:


I have to be home before 10,30 at weekends


You have to be eighteen to vote


DON’T HAVE TO is used:


*to say that there is no obligation to do something:


I don’t have to get up early on Saturdays and Sundays


You don’t have to go to school at weekends.
